~PRAYER SPOTLIGHT~ 

The city of Round Rock—in partnership with the Round Rock 
Chamber, the Greater Round Rock Area Community Foundation and 
Dell Technologies—launched Round Rock Cares on March 25, a 
charitable fund to support small businesses affected by the coronavirus 
pandemic. Each of the four entities donated $25,000 for a combined 
amount of $100,000 available to area businesses to use on lease 
payments, utility costs, payroll and other business expenses. 

Update: Round Rock Cares has raised $356,000 and assisted 160 small 
businesses in Round Rock, according to an April 14 city news release.
